Open to Students Grades 4-12—From ALL Schools, Public or Private 

THE WISSAHICKON SUMMER MUSIC PROGRAM provides outstanding opportuniƟes for instrumental music students in Central 
Montgomery County.  All students who have completed grade 4 and older are invited to join.  It is important to keep up and 
expand skills over the summer, and approximately 75 young musicians each year find it fun to do so in this large, acƟve, performing 
group.  Advanced players are leaders and challenge themselves with difficult first chair parts.  Intermediate level students improve 
their skills, learn new notes and fingerings and form the backbone of the program.  Beginner students will reinforce their early 
learning experiences and move to the next level.  All students will have the opportunity to enjoy many hours expanding their music 
skills and techniques.  All rehearsals will be held indoors on the Wissahickon High School Auditorium Stage. AƩendance is flexible.  
 
Each summer, the EVENING POPS ORCHESTRA plays in approximately 13 concerts with amazing musical growth from the first to 
the final performance.  Our young musicians view these concerts as community service performances.  We play a combinaƟon of 
neighborhood and municipal concerts; reƟrement community, nursing homes and children’s programs.  This performing 
experience is invaluable to the development of young musicians, while it is totally enjoyable to the families and the audiences who 
are entertained.  A concert schedule will be distributed at the first rehearsal. 
 
In the MORNING JAZZ WORKSHOP many young musicians experiment with jazz for the first Ɵme, while the experienced players 
improve their improvisaƟonal skills as they learn more about chord progressions, scales and arpeggios.  Everybody learns ensemble 
skills, everybody learns to improvise and everybody has fun! 
 
String players receive excepƟonal aƩenƟon in the summer program.  String players in Evening Pops Orchestra should be at or 
approaching Suzuki Book 3.  The SUZUKI STRINGS WEEK, June 27‐July 1, is for string players of all levels, especially in Books 1 
through 3.  All students will improve knowledge and skills, learn theory, and perform at the Friday recital. 
 
Our counselors for all of the programs are college or high school students.  They help with instrucƟon, conducƟng and many of the 
organizaƟonal chores.   Also, they play along with the students at rehearsals and concerts, providing support and serving as musical 
role models.  Musician parents are also invited to dust off their instruments to rehearse and perform right along side their children 
at no charge (except for the cost of the T‐shirt).  What a wonderful way for some quality Ɵme with your children.

Symphony; the principal percussionist with the Opera Company of Philadelphia; original member and Ɵmpanist with “Peter Nero 
and the Philly Pops” orchestra; freelance musician and percussion teacher in the Philadelphia area; original member of the 
professional staff of the WSD Summer Pops 20+ years;  and Director of WSD Summer Pops for the past 5 years.
